4.	POLICE REPORT: PCSO Rhydian Strangward

6.	MATTERS ARISING

	PS said that it was possible that Cefn Coed Museum would be closed as part of the financial cuts being undertaken by Neath Port Talbot Council.  Contact has been made with the relevant people, including Ally Thomas, Leader of NPTC, Christina Rees MP, Gwenda Thomas, Welsh Government, members of the Seven Sisters/Onllwyn Community Council and Aled Evans, Director of Education, who is considering a public meeting, probably to be held in the Community Council.  PS hoped that the Museum would not be removed or mothballed.

	JPB Tree Services removed the large tree in the playground at a cost of £400.

	Mr. Rinaldi responded to the Council’s letter concerning the position of fence posts and requested a peppercorn agreement between the Council and himself based on the relevant boundary.  The proposal was AGREED and could be applied to those houses alongside.
